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Conclusions:

Provision on pre-termination of village, settlement or city mayor authorities according to resolution of an appropriate council except for the cases when the mayor violates the Constitution or laws of Ukraine, rights and liberties of citizens, does not ensure exercising authorities assigned to him/her (article 79.3. of the Law of Ukraine “On Local Self-Government in Ukraine”) are incompatible with the Constitution of Ukraine (unconstitutional). 

 The following provisions of the Law of Ukraine “On Local Self-Government in Ukraine”  don't violate the Constitution of Ukraine (are constitutional). The provisions  which:


define status of territorial communities of cities with district division and district councils in cities (articles 6.5. and 16.4., 41.3., 41.4., part three of subparagraph 2 of  Section V “Final and Transitional Provisions”);

define the system of executive committees of village, settlement, city councils (articles11.1., 51, 52, 53, 54);

define status of village, settlement, city mayor; pre-termination procedure of village, settlement, city, district and regional  councils,  as well as pre-termination procedure of village, settlement, city mayor (articles 3.26.1., 5.26.1., 6.26.1, 9.26.1., 10.26.1., 16.26.1., 42.6., 78.4., 78.5., 78.6., 79.3., 79.5., 79.7.);

define independence of local budgets (articles 61.4. and 63.1., 63.6., 63.7.).

Summary:

In accordance with the Law, executive committees as well as units, departments and other executive bodies formed by councils shall be executive bodies of these village, settlement and city councils.

Executive committee is an executive body of general power of village, settlement and city council. It is formed by the council for the term of powers of the latter. Members of an executive committee of a council are: village, settlement, city mayor which heads the executive committee,  a deputy (deputies) mayor responsible for executive bodies issues, administrator (secretary) of the executive committee as well as chiefs of units, departments and other executive bodies of the council, other persons. Secretary of an appropriate council is a member of the executive committee ex officio. The main form of work of the executive committee is meeting, while the main form of legal act is resolution. Executive committee reports to and is controlled by the corresponding council. As for issues of exercising of executive power  it is controlled by appropriate bodies of the executive power.

Units, departments and other executive bodies of the council are the council’s executive bodies  of branch and functional authority; they report to and are controlled by the council, which formed them, subordinated to the council’s executive committee as well as village, settlement, city mayor. Chiefs of units, departments and other executive bodies of the council are appointed and dismissed by village, settlement or city mayor personally. 

Within the structure of local self-government of Ukraine, there is a certain subordination of its components - territorial communities, councils and their executive bodies – following their rights and authorities. In accordance with article 140.1. of the Constitution of Ukraine, a territorial community is a principal bearer of functions and authorities of local self-government. As it logically follows from the contents of article 140.3. of the Constitution of Ukraine village, settlement, city councils are bodies of local self-government, which represent appropriate territorial communities and accomplish on their behalf and in their interests functions and powers of local self-government. Village, settlement, city councils have their executive bodies, which report to and are controlled by them.

Village, settlement, city mayor is responsible for organization of work of the council and its administration, elaborating the agenda of the council, concluding contracts and agreements on behalf of the council on the issues related to the exclusive competence of the council, representation of the council in relations with bodies of state power and other bodies of local self-government (article 42.3. of the Law).

Formation procedure of village, settlement, city council and election of a mayor are the same, though a council and a mayor have different status. According to the Constitution of Ukraine, mayor heads the executive body of the council integrated in its structure and, thus, is responsible to the council for exercising effects of the executive body and his/her own activities till termination of his/her appropriate authorities subject to resolution of an appropriate council in case of availability of sufficient grounds for adoption of such resolution as per 79.2. of the Law (violation of the Constitution and laws of Ukraine, rights and liberties of citizens, fails to exercise his/her authorities).

Funds from the state budget allocated as assistance and subsidies are distributed by regional (oblast) councils among district budgets and budgets of cities of region importance in amounts required for formation of revenues not lower than minimal amounts of local budgets as prescribed by law, and are also used for regional budget funding of joint projects of territorial communities. 
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
