Summary to the Decision no.1-rp/2003 of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine as of January 16, 2003

The Constitutional Court of Ukraine held that the provisions of the Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea on territory of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea (the title of Chapter 2 and Article 7, sec. 1, 2 of Article 7), on availability of the symbols of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea (sec. 1 of Article 8 of the Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea), on transfer to the budget of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea of taxes collected in the territory thereof (subsections 13, 14 of sec. 1 of Article 18) and provisions of Article 1, 2 of the Law of Ukraine “On approval of the Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea” comply with the Constitution of Ukraine.

The status of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea is determined by the Constitution of Ukraine. The Autonomous Republic of Crimea is an inseparable constituent part of Ukraine. The status of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea characterizes it as an administrative and territorial unit, a constituent part of Ukraine. Any territorial changes of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea is only possible according the Constitution of Ukraine and the laws of Ukraine on decision of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

According to the laws of Ukraine, the Autonomous Republic of Crimea shall have the right to own symbols. The symbols of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea are not the state symbols.

The Budget Code of Ukraine provides for independence of the budget of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea which formation shall be performed considering the Law of Ukraine “On approval of the Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea”.
