Summary (to the Decision no. 10-рп/99 of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine as of December 14, 1999)
The Constitutional Court of Ukraine explained that provisions of part one of Article 10 of the Constitution of Ukraine should be understood as suggesting that the Ukrainian language as the official language is obligatory means of communication in the entire territory of Ukraine in realizing powers by bodies of public authorities and bodies local self-government etc. The Ukrainian language is the language of education in pre-school, common secondary, vocational and higher public and communal educational institutions of Ukraine. At the same time, languages of national minorities may be also used and studied.
