Summary (to the Decision no. 11-рп/98 of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine as of July 7, 1998)
The Constitutional Court of Ukraine explained that in accordance with Article 84 of the Constitution of Ukraine, any resolution or decision of the Supreme Council of Ukraine may be passed only at its plenary session provided that the people's deputies of Ukraine participate personally in voting and the number of votes complies with the that prescribed by the Constitution of Ukraine cast in support of approval of such resolution or decision. Terms of signing and formal publication of laws of Ukraine by the President of Ukraine as specified in parts three and four of Article 94 of the Constitution of Ukraine is calculated in calendar days and commence from the day following the day of receipt of the laws by the President.

Requirement of part four of Article 94 of the Constitution of Ukraine concerning repeated law-passing procedures of the Supreme Council of Ukraine by at least two-thirds of its constitutional composition covers only the laws proposals of the President of Ukraine to which were rejected in full or in part. This requirement relates to passing the law as a whole.
