Summary of the Decision No.l2-rp/2001 of October 3, 2001

Ukraine is a law-based state and answerable to the individual for its activity. In accordance with standing law the compensation for damages inflicted on a citizen shall be fully provided by the state at the expense of the state budget funds, irrespective of the guilt of officials of investigation and preliminary (pre-trial) investigation bodies, prosecutor’s office and court. The Constitution of Ukraine guarantees citizens’ right to compensation for damages at the expense of the state rather than at the expense of the funds intended for mainte​nance of these authorities.

The provisions of Article 32 of the Law of Ukraine “On the 2000 state bud​get of Ukraine” and Article 25 of the Law of Ukraine “On the 2001 state budget of Ukraine”, according to which the funds for maintenance of courts, the Gen​eral Prosecutor’s Office of Ukraine, Security Service of Ukraine, Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine shall be used to provide compensation for damages inflicted on citizens by illegal actions of investigation and preliminary (pre-​trial) investigation bodies, prosecutor’s office and court, fail to comply with the Constitution of Ukraine.
