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Headnotes:

Economic courts have jurisdiction over cases on invalidation of the normative and non-normative acts irrespective of the date of their adoption.

Summary:

The provisions of Article 58 of the Constitution of Ukraine on non-retroactivity of laws and other legal acts could not apply to Article 12.1.1.1 of the Economic Procedural Code of Ukraine, which extended economic courts’ jurisdiction over the cases, in particular, in part of their examination of disputes on invalidation of normative acts.

Under the Constitution of Ukraine, courts of general jurisdiction have competence over the disputes on legitimacy of both normative and non-normative acts. As the norms of the Constitution of Ukraine are of direct application, so far amending Article 12 of the Economic Procedural Code of Ukraine upon taking effect of the Constitution of Ukraine cannot be the ground for refusal in the examination of the case.

Economic courts being the specialized courts which belong to the general jurisdiction, shall examine the cases on invalidation of the effective normative and non-normative acts, irrespective of the date of their adoption.
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
