Headnotes:

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is a collective and representative body of legislative power which is authorized to adopt laws at its meetings during the sessions. The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is competent to adopt laws and realize its other authorities on the condition that no less than two-thirds of its constitutional composition has been elected and the oath has been taken by deputies.

Plenary meetings are the main important form of the Verkhovna Rada’s activities where decisions are adopted by voting. Decisions are adopted if they are voted for by a number of deputies, determined by the Constitution. 

Summary:

The definition of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine as the sole body of legislative power means that no other state authority is authorized to adopt laws. The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine exercises its power independently.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is competent to adopt laws and realize its other authorities on the condition that no less than two-thirds of its constitutional composition has been elected. The parliament activity is possible only at the meetings of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine during its sessions.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine works in sessions by holding plenary meetings where the issue of its competence are considered and settled.

The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is entitled to adopt laws and exercise other constitutionally determined authorities on the condition that no less than a certain number of deputies, which, in accordance with the Constitution, is necessary for adopting a relative decision, participate in its plenary meetings.
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
