Summary to the Decision no.6-rp/2003 of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine as of March 11, 2003

The procedure for enactment by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine of the laws on introducing amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine, specified in Chapter XIII of the Fundamental Law of Ukraine, does not provide for individual procedure of signing and promulgating of such laws.

At the same time, the Constitution of Ukraine contains no reservations as to impossibility of exercising by the President of Ukraine of his right to veto any law, enacted by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, including the laws on introducing amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine. 

Therefore, the provisions of Article 94, sec. 29, 30 of the first part of Article 106 of the Constitution of Ukraine, governing the procedure of signing and official promulgation of the laws, exercising by the President of Ukraine of his right to veto with the subsequent sending back for re-consideration by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine with the motivated and worded suggestions, and the procedure for re-consideration of such laws, shall also cover the laws, enacted by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine according to Chapter XIII of the Constitution of Ukraine.

The President of Ukraine shall exercise the right to veto laws enacted by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine upon receipt thereof for signing at the relevant stages of the legislative process. This is a constitutional and legal form of participation of the President of Ukraine in the legislative process.

Signing or sending back the laws for re-consideration by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is an exclusive constitutional right of the President of Ukraine. The Constitution of Ukraine specifies no grounds and arguments, under which the President of Ukraine may send back the laws for re-consideration by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, or requirements as to the contents of the suggestions of the Head of State to the Law. The examination of the content of suggestions made by the President of Ukraine to the law in case of sending it back for re-consideration by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine is not referred to the authorities of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine.
