The Constitutional Court of Ukraine decides on conformity of both statutory  and individual legal acts of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the President of Ukraine to the Constitution of Ukraine. 

The acts of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the President of Ukraine on election/appointment of judges and dismissal of them are subject to examination by the Constitutional Court of Ukraine as to conformity with the Constitution of Ukraine in their legal nature and observance of the procedure for their examination, adoption or coming into force as established by the Fundamental Law of Ukraine.

Summary:

The President of Ukraine based on and in pursuance of the Constitution and laws of Ukraine issues decrees and orders, which may have both statutory and individual legal nature. The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopts laws, resolutions and other legal acts that, according to the Constitution of Ukraine, are subject to constitutional control.

The jurisdiction of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine includes constitutional control over legal acts of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the President of Ukraine regardless of their statutory or individual legal nature. The individual legal acts of the head of the state and parliament on appointment/election of judges or their dismissal have constitutional and legal nature.

The authorities of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine include, in particular, a review of one and all legal acts of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the President of Ukraine with a view to their conformity with the Constitution of Ukraine by both legal nature and observance of the constitutional procedure for their examination, adoption and coming into force.

The acts of the Higher Council of Justice as to pre-term dismissal of judges considering the provisions of Article 55 of the Constitution of Ukraine may be subject to adjudication by general courts.
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
